Paper Proposals
Paper proposals consisting of a 200-word abstract and a 50-word abstract (for the program, in the event the proposal is accepted) are to be submitted by October 20, 2010.  Both the 200 word proposal and the 50 word abstract should clearly reflect a Christian perspective on the paper topic. Guidelines:

1.   Proposals reflecting the conference theme are encouraged but not required.  The only requirement for paper topics is that papers should be of interest to professors who are committed to the integration of faith and learning.  

2.   Proposals of sessions organized around a common theme are especially encouraged.

3.   Proposals of panel discussions are welcome.

4.   We encourage the use of English, unless the topic of the paper dictates otherwise.

5.   Papers should be 20 minutes (approximately 8-10 double spaced pages) in length. Sessions will be 90 minutes, allowing for 3 papers with 10 minutes of discussion each.
