Guidelines:
1.   Proposals reflecting the conference theme are encouraged but not required.  Presentations should be of interest to scholars of languages, literatures and cultures who are committed to the integration of faith and learning.  
2.   Proposals of panel discussions, or of sessions organized around a common theme, are encouraged.
3.   Student submissions are welcome (with a faculty sponsor for undergraduates). Student abstracts are subject to the same review process as submissions from faculty.
4.   We encourage the use of English, unless the topic of the paper dictates otherwise.
5.   Presentations should be 20 minutes (8-10 double-spaced pages) in length. Sessions will be 90 minutes, allowing for 3 presentations with 10 minutes of discussion each.
